She will be playing an eco-warrior, under her own name, and performing in the  school band alongside three other band members.  

The new film, directed by Oliver Parker and Barnaby Thompson explores how the girls of   St. Trinians are on the hunt for buried treasure after discovering headmistress Miss Fritton is related to a famous pirate.  The star studded line up includes David Tennant, who plays the villain Pomfrey, Rupert ​Everett and Sarah Harding from Girls Aloud.

Daisy was contacted by Xenomania Records about the soundtrack for the new film.  Xenomania Records is a pop production house and record label working with artists such as Girls Aloud, Gabriella Cilmi, Sugababes, Annie, Pet Shop Boys, Franz Ferdinand, Saint Etienne, Kylie, amongst others.  Following a successful meeting, Daisy then went on to audition for a speaking role in front of the St Trinian's team including Directors Oliver Parker and Barnaby Thompson as well as Lucy Bevan, Casting Director. 

Daisy is overjoyed to have a role in the new film.  She is deeply involved in the film preparation and spends long hours in full hair, make-up and costume and is excited by this incredible opportunity.

Daisy remarked “Preparation for filming is pretty full on but it's so much fun.  Having only just finished my studies at college I didn't pre-empt that I would be working on a film like     St Trinian’s and I am grateful for the experience.”

Daisy went on to say “Looking ahead, I would like to be working as a professional in the industry, starting in Musical Theatre and then working my way into film.  I hope to maintain a solo career, writing and performing my music - to be successful and happy.”

Daisy took an interest in performing arts when she was only six years old and has been encouraged and supported by her parents and her Grandmother along the way.   By the age of 10, Daisy was attending Saturday morning sessions at Stage Coach where she thoroughly enjoyed singing, acting and dancing classes.  Whilst at The Henry Cort Community College, teachers Miss Provins, Mr McAlister and Mr Bristow helped Daisy to unleash her love for performing arts and she used the high-tech recording studio at school to record an album.  During her days at school, Daisy won Musical Superstars, a local singing competition.  She also took on a starring role as Beatrice in Shakespeare's 'Much Ado About Nothing'.  This production was directed by drama teacher Miss Provins, and was performed at the Minerva Theatre in Chichester, as part of the Shakespeare Schools Festival.

Following The Henry Cort Community College, Daisy gained a place at The BRIT School for Performing Arts and Technology, a school for people who have a passion for theatre, music, dance, media, technical theatre and art.   Daisy followed her dream and received first-class tuition, but it also meant she had to live away from her family and friends as she moved to Croydon at just 16. 

Whilst at The BRIT School, Daisy landed some impressive opportunities including singing a solo, 'The Wizard and I', from the musical ‘Wicked’ live on Radio 2 with the BBC concert orchestra in a special episode of 'Friday Night is Music Night with the Brit School'.

Daisy left The Henry Cort Community College in 2007 with 11 GCSE's all above grade C.  Daisy Tonge recently achieved a triple distinction BTEC National Diploma Level 3 in Musical Theatre.  Daisy will now go on to study for a BA (Hons) degree in Musical Theatre at

The Guildford School of Acting.
