A huge thank you to everyone for all their hard work during the year on the teenage pregnancy and sexual health agenda.  We do appreciate that it often feels a battle and the media would have everyone believe that teenage pregnancy rates are soaring (not true!) – please take the time to congratulate yourself on all the things you have done towards improving outcomes for young people in Hampshire – enjoy the festive break!

Sexual Health Services for Young People over Christmas and the New Year

A reminder to all practitioners to ensure you visit www.getiton.nhs.uk to check for clinic opening times over the festive period.  Any help you can provide to young people to ensure they get to the right place at the right time is much appreciated.  If you normally provide a drop in session and you will not be open please remember to leave signposting information – it would be fantastic to prevent some of those unintended conceptions!
As last year, there is a 4 week radio campaign on Power FM (Galaxy) and 2TEN FM promoting Emergency Hormonal Contraception (EHC) with the catch line ‘the sooner the better’.  There are 3 different adverts covering issues such as regret, peer pressure and the link between alcohol and sex.  The adverts advertise the national ruthinking website and  anyone that accesses the website via the radio station homepage will  access their local website direct.  This is a joint initiative between teenage pregnancy and the substance misuse strategies in Hampshire, Southampton, Portsmouth , Reading and the Isle of Wight.
To coincide with the awareness campaign, new publicity has been designed. There are posters for young peoples settings and credit card information (New Year).  New window stickers will appear in pharmacies offering the scheme and in the new year counter staff in pharmacies will have badges.
Can we please remind all practitioners that if you are supporting a young woman to access EHC, please telephone the pharmacy / clinic first to ensure  (1) they are open at the time advertised (2) the trained practitioner is available.

GET IT ON publicity

New publicity (posters and postcards) are available to advertise the GET IT ON website.  Copies have been sent to all secondary schools and colleges prior to the start of the Christmas holidays and a wider mail out will happen in the new year.  Copies can be obtained from the HTPP office.

Chlamydia Screening in Pharmacies

Young people can now pick up a free Chlamydia screen in 33 pharmacies in Hampshire.  This is phase one of a pilot scheme.  The option of offering free condoms via the GET IT ON card has been offered to these participating pharmacies – watch this space!

District Mapping

Finalised copies of the 11 district mapping packs are now available as PDFs via email teenagepregnancy@hants.gov.uk   Copies have been sent to all schools and colleges, ward councillors and circulated via the Local Implementation Teams (LITs).  It is anticipated that updated copies will be available in March 2009 following the release of the provisional 2007 county and district data and the 2004-06 ward data

NEW! Training Calendar for 2009
The new training calendar is currently being produced and should be completed early in the new year. Sex and Relationships Education Forums/Drug and Alcohol Forums 

 (Usually 4pm till 6pm)
The Hampshire Teenage Pregnancy Partnership and Hampshire Drug and Alcohol Team (DAAT) are committed to ongoing training and networking opportunities and have therefore adopted the following approach.

As part of the Tier 1 and 2 training, participants are invited to become a member of their local Forum.  This is an initiative between Healthy Schools, the Hampshire Teenage Pregnancy Partnership and Hampshire DAAT and is designed to support the local delivery of SRE and Drug education.

The forum meets once a term (after school hours) to share practice and experience on delivering PHSE both in and out of a school setting.  There are opportunities to share resources, network with other professionals and receive up to date information and training on local and national initiatives. 

Examples of forum events have included training sessions and free resources for attendees on sexually transmitted infections, contraception and abortion, confidentiality in schools, alcohol and sexual behaviour and issues of diversity.  Events for 2008 include a forum focus on resources, relationships and a drugs update.  There are 8 forums:

16-18 year olds – Want Respect?  Use a condom

DCSF will shortly be launching Thmbnls – the Want Respect? Use a condom mobile phone drama.  From 9th January each 60 second episode will be sent out to 16-18 year olds every Friday night to deliver Want Respect?  Use a condom key messages.  The drama is free to all 16-18 year olds to receive, download and view.

18 years+ - Condom Essential Wear

Condom essential wear will be running the existing advertisement in cinemas and on TV – new adverts will also be appearing from late December/January to March

Save the date! Improving access to sexual health services for young people in secondary education 

The Sex Education Forum and DCSF are hosting a series of free half-day regional events in Spring 2009 to support professionals involved in developing school-based sexual health services. 

A report from the Sex Education Forum in 2008 found that 29% of secondary schools are offering vital sexual health advice and services to their students. Having an opportunity to learn about sex and relationships and to be able to get health advice and services is a right that should be enjoyed by all young people. 

The government strongly supports the provision of sexual health services in places that young people find convenient and user-friendly. A clear commitment is made in the Children’s Plan to encourage the development of on-site sexual health services in schools – and this contributes to the achievement of National Healthy School status and Extended Schools. 

Schools that have set up on-site sexual health services report the benefits to the health and well-being of their students – and the positive impact on learning.  Local authority areas that have taken a coordinated approach to service development in schools across the authority are starting to see the benefits for young people on a wider scale. 

The events will include: 
 - Launch of a new practical resource pack for professionals about on-site sexual health services 
 - Update on research 
 - Good practice presentations from local areas 
 - Ideas for teaching about services in sex and relationships education 
 - Opportunities for networking 

These events are a unique opportunity to hear local good practice in setting up and running on-site sexual health services in schools and pupil referral units and to meet health and education professionals in your region. They will be of particular relevance to teenage pregnancy coordinators, extended schools remodelling advisors, healthy schools leads, PSHE leads, school nurses and leads.
