News from the Teenage Pregnancy office

Firstly, you may well have noticed that there has not been a newsbites for some time – apologies for this but hopefully we are now back into the swing of things!  This edition of newsbites will attempt to capture some of the headlines of news since the beginning of the new financial year and activities since.  There will be a special ‘extra’ edition of newsbites at the end of the summer focussing on ‘GET IT ON’ – not only the website but also the community condoms schemes, the GIO cards and condoms for schools.  It has been suggested that we hold some local update events around GIO aimed at all those who have trained to distribute.  These sessions will be short update sessions to ensure that all multi-agency staff have the information they need to participate in the community scheme – watch this space!
So what about the future of the Teenage Pregnancy Strategy?

Gill Frances, Chair of Teenage Pregnancy Independent Advisory Group writes the following:

Some of you have been saying to me that following the change of Government, you are not sure of the direction of teenage pregnancy work at the moment. It is of course inevitable and right that the new Coalition Government will take time to consider the national approach to all previous policy commitments. However my understanding is that Government expects local areas to continue focusing on issues that are important to them.  Based on the choice of priorities made under the LAA process, for the vast majority of areas this will include teenage pregnancy.  
The reductions in grants to local government will necessitate some difficult decisions and I’m sure there will be some challenging times ahead. However, it also presents an opportunity to make the case for getting the fundamentals of teenage pregnancy prevention in place: SRE in schools and through the wider workforce; easy access to effective contraception; and early identification and support for young people most at risk. If these measures are put in place, we know from cost benefit analysis, that they will save money, as well as meeting the Coalition Government’s commitment to narrowing health inequalities and reducing child poverty. The key will be taking the time to consider carefully how to get the maximum value from the funding.  
I have been so impressed recently with the work I have seen some of you do and the increased mainstreaming of teenage pregnancy prevention. I really believe it is all coming together, so please keep your foot on the pedal to build on the encouraging reductions and do remember we are happy to help if you ask us. 
Statutory PSHE

As you will be aware, following the announcement of the general election, the PSHE clauses from the Children, Schools and Families Bill were lost in the legislative wash up.  At this time, it is not clear what the next steps are but the Teenage Pregnancy Unit (TPU) and associated bodies remain committed to promoting statutory PSHE.  We will continue to update you as news arrives.

Data

In case you are not aware, the provisional 2008 Under 18 conception data was released at the end of February.  Nationally there was a decrease.  In Hampshire, there was an increase from 31.7 (per 1000) to 34.  At a district level 8 districts had increases, whilst 3 had decreases.

Whilst this increase was disappointing, as a partnership this had been predicted due to our local data and knowledge.  We have worked incredibly hard since 2008 to reverse this trend and we are hopeful that it will be a very different picture for 2009 data.

Local Children’s Partnerships
We are certain by now that you will be aware of the developments of the Local Children’s Partnerships (LCP) in your area and that they have been given teenage pregnancy as a priority area to work on.  We have submitted information to the interim chairs of the partnerships and have proposed that the Local Implementation Teams (LIT’s) for teenage pregnancy will be an expert working group of the LCP. ‘Managing the support and reintegration of pregnant pupils and school age parents – Guidance for schools from Hampshire Local Authority’.

These are now back from the printers and ready for distribution. 

This document was originally produced in 2004 and has been used widely to assist schools in supporting pupils and has helped agencies coordinate their involvement.  The updated guidance includes the following changes: 

· The requirement for a school to complete a pre CAF checklist for all continuing pregnancies

· The requirement for the Education Welfare representative within the locality team to be informed of all continuing pregnancies

· A flowchart to help practitioners with the process

· Updated forms relating to reintegration meetings and the reintegration fund

Teenage Pregnancy Care Pathway
Thank you to everyone who has submitted comments and information for these documents.  We are in the process of finalising district level referral pathways to help all practitioners assist young people who think they might be pregnant or are going to be a young mother or father.  They will contain local contact details and be updated regularly to ensure young people receive the best services possible.  We are planning to produce these electronically and in due course you will be informed of the process for requesting copies / downloading from a website.
District Mapping documents
The annual update of these documents is in process and will be made available electronically to all agencies.  They will be a key document for the local children’s partnerships and will continue to aid local areas in their planning.
