Family Intervention Projects FIPs up and running in Hampshire !





Family Intervention Projects have been running in other parts of the country since 2006.  FIPs have been shown to significantly improve outcomes for families and communities. In Hampshire FIPs are operational in Hart/Rushmoor, Havant/East Hants, Gosport, Basingstoke, Eastleigh, Test Valley and in the process of being set up in the New Forest.


FIP provides intensive support to whole families for up to 10 hours per week.   It is ‘support with sanctions’ which enables families to understand the consequences of not taking responsibility to make changes. FIP is delivered in line with the ‘Think Family’ ethos… “putting families at the centre of interventions, including them in all decisions and working in a solution focussed and positive way with agencies who can support them”.


FIP families are likely to be those who have complex needs, are difficult to engage and for whom other interventions have been unsuccessful.


FIPS in Hampshire are delivered through Hampshire Children’s Services, The Roberts Centre, In touch Support and Stonham housing.
