It attracted more than 100 learners and employers to the 
Action Stations conference venue in the Historic Dock-
yard. 
 
Chris Wright, Catch22’s National Director of Operations, 
used his speech to praise the service’s work in Portsmouth and thank sponsors and em-
ployers for their patience and encouragement.  
He told the audience: “Young people are invariably presented in a terrible light and that 
image is a total fabrication. All young people want is the opportunity to make the best of 
their lives.” 
 
The awards stressed the value of apprenticeships and training in jobs involving child care, 

business administration and sport and leisure.  
 
Also recognised were young people seeking work or a college 
place by following Catch22’s SET4 Life a 
As well as individual learner awards, there were two employers’ 
categories. Rose Lodge Nursery in Southsea was named Ap-
prenticeship Employer of the Year while The Southern Co-
operative won the Investors in the Community award. 
 
A film made by Catch22 learners about the effects of alcohol 
misuse on young people’s lives was premiered to the audience 
ahead of further screenings planned for Portsmouth schools and 
local television. The 12-minute film was made in association with 
ITV Fixers, a media skills campaign for 16 to 25 year-olds. 

 
Business sponsors of the awards included Harmsworths Estate Agent in Portsmouth. Di-
rector Adele Harmsworth said: “I started my working career with a three year apprentice-
ship and I am very keen to see today’s apprentices succeed too. As a local company, we 
believe in helping local youths gain employment. Catch22’s practical support for young 
people is such a good thing. We could do with more Catch22s helping people into work.”  
 
Ian Geraghty, the local representative of the Utility Warehouse Discount Club, sponsored 
the Overall Apprentice of the Year Award.
